Can wind power be used in Iceland?

The use of wind power for electricity generation in Iceland has hitherto been
limited to small wind turbines for off-grid use, and until recently there were no
large wind turbines in operation in Iceland. Despite Iceland having a
favourable climate for wind power , detailed research into the wind power
potential in Iceland is quite recent.

Is wind energy production viable in Iceland?

To be able to determine to what extent wind energy production in Iceland is
viable, the annual averages of wind power density and available power need
to be compared with the wind resources of other countries, as well as with the
capacity of domestic hydro and geothermal power plants.

Are there wind energy sites in Iceland?

As noted by RUV, parliament has already approved two wind energy sites in
Iceland: Burfellslundur in South Iceland and Blondulundur in North Iceland.

Are wind turbines a real thing in Iceland?

As regards the former, the first permits for wind turbines in Iceland were
granted to the National Power Company of Iceland (Landsvirkjun) by the
National Energy Regulatory (Orkustofnun) for a wind farm in Burfellslundur in
South Iceland in August of this year. The wind farm will involve 30 turbines
spread across a 17-square-kilometre area.
